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PREFATORY NOTE

Arddhani consists in firm and successful accempli-
shment of ascetic ideals, viz.,, Dardana ( Feith ), J8dna
(Knowledge), Caritra (Conduct) and Tapss {Penance),
that are laid down in Jainism; in majntaining a high
standagd of detachment, forbearance, self-restraint and
mental equipoise in the critical hour of death; and in
attaining spiritual purification and final liberation. The
connotation of the term Arddhand ocovers a wide range
of dogmatical and ethicoefeligious discussion to which
small and big tex{s have been devoted. This subject
is undoubtedly of immense importance and engrossing
interest for a monk who wanty to win the spirityal
bettle. Naturaliy, the tapic of Aridhana is discussed
in a number of works dealing with Sramapa's life, and
even independent works have been comppsed on this
theme. [ havealready listed these works jn my Intro-
duction to the Brhatkathikogéa (§qu_hi Jain  Serigs,
No, 17, Bombay 1943 Intro, pp 48 {.; also H. D.
Velankar : Jinaratnakodg, Roopa 1844, pp. 31£.). In
this sucrvey the Aradhand-sira oc samupgcaya of Ravi-
candm ( the Mss, of which are reported to existin
Meodabidri and Strasshurg ) is duly nofed.
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While editing the Kirttikeyinupreksd along with
the Sanskrit commentary of Subhacandra ( Rajachandra
Jaina Sdstramald, Agss 1960 ) I come across some
quotations from the Aradhanasira of Ravicandra in that
commentary, In my latroduction I have duly noted
there that half a dozen Mss, of Ravicandra’s work are
reported to exist in Moodabidri ( see K. B. Shastri :
Kannada-prantiya Tidapatriya Granthaslici, Banaras
1948, pp. 37-8, 207-8 ), After persistent and patient
efforts 1 could secure a transcript of this work from
Moodabidri; and, in this connection, 1 wish to record
my sincere thanks to Pt. Devakumar of Moodabidri who
kindly supplied it. The text presented here is based on
this transcript which is now in the possession of the
Jaina Semskrti Samrakshaka Sangha, Sholapur. Scribal
slips in the transcript are duly corrected; and there
have been no occasions for major emendation. The
transcript opens :

This work, possibly following the earliesr models in
Prakrit, is composed in Githds or Aryas in Sanskrit the
total number of whichis 252, There are 7 quotations
here and there in the text, 2 in Prikrit and 5 in
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Sanskrit. A glance at the Visayinukramaniki shows
that this small treatise is a systematic composition
dealing with the four-fold Aradhand and its kindred
topics. The major bulk of the verses is devoted to the
exposition of the Twelve Anupreksas which are included
under Ciritra-Aridhand. The order of enumeration of
these Anupreksds is the sime as the one adopted by
three authors : Siv&rya, Vattakera and Kundakunda,
This is but natural, because Sivérya’s work, the Bhaga-
vati Aradhani, is a magnificient model for any treatise
on Arddhana,

From the concluding verse we get very little
information about the author, His name is Ravicandra;
he calls himself a Munindra; and he was staying at
Panasoge (in Karnitaka) when he composed this work
The name Ravicandra figures in some of the epigraphs
in Karnatak. One Ravicandra is mentioned in some of
the inscriptions ( Epigraphia Carnatica, XII, Gubbi
Taluk, No. 57; Journal of the Bombay Branch of the
R. A. S, X, pp. 171-2, 204 1) from which it seems
that he is to be assigned to the last quarter of the 10th
century A, D. The Dharwar inscription of A.D, 962
refers to one Ravicandra Muniévara ( Annual Report of
South Indian Epigraphy for 1934-5 23, p. 7). Another
Ravicandra is mentioned in the Shravan Belgol inscri-
ptions ( E. C., 11, No. 53 ), and he lived in about A,D.

1131. One more Ravicandra who is styled as Maso-
pavasiand S ( a ) iddhanta is referred to in some inscri-
ptions ( See Nos, 169-70 of A. D, 1096, No. 342 of
A. D, 1203, and No. 376 of c, 13th century A, D :
Jaina Sililekha Samgraha, Part 4, Varanasi 1964 ).
They all flourished in the area of Karnatak. DBut the
information given by our authoris so mcagre that he
cannot be identified with any one of these for the
present.

Of the various quotations given by Ravicandra in
this Aradhandsamuccaya, the one coming after verse
No. 204 namely, tattva-jfidnam uddsinam etc., numbe-
red as 204%l, is taken from the Tattvinusisanam
( No. 221 ) of Ramasena (ed, ], Mukthar, Delhi 1963).
Pt. Jugalkishore Mukthar assigns Riamasena c. to the
middle of the 10th century A, D. So Ravicandra is later
than Rimasena. Further Ravicandra and his Arddhan-
asira are specifically mentioned ( pp. 234,391 ) in the
Sanskrt commentray of Subbacandra ( on the Kartti-
keyanupreksa, ed. noted above) who (see pp. 32, 220,
234,391, and 393) quotesa number of verses from Ravi-
candra’s work ( Nos. 153, 36, 34, 198-205, 206-207
including the quotation 204*1 ). Subhacandra com-
pleted this commentary in A. D, 1556; so Ravicandra
must have flourished earlier than this date. Further
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investigation is necessary to bring the two limits of
his period nearer.

Ravicandra’s work is not only a systematic work
but also written in a lucid Sanskrit style, By the
publication of this text, itis hoped thet & welcame
addition is made to the Aridhana texts so far published.

Lastly, I would be failing in my duty, if 1 did not
record my sincere gratitude to the University Grants
Commission, New Delhi, for having so graciously made
me the grant intended for Retired Teachers, 1t is this
timely aid that has enabled e, even after retirement,
{o pursue my researches in my specialised branches of
Indology with the peace of mind all such work needs :

Prefatory Note

Many Jaina authors have dealt with the topie
of Yoga or Dhyana; and some of their works
contain in their titles the term Yoga ( H.D.
Velankar : Jinaratnakoda, Poona 1945, pp.
321 f. ). There are other works like the Jfidn-

arnava, Tattvinusisana etc. which also deal
with Yoga.

Here is presented a small text in Sanskrit,
dealing with Yoga. In the transcript the open-
ing title is Yogasaram, but the concluding colo-
phon describes it as Yogasirasamgrahah. In
the light of the author's own statement ( see
verses 36, 156~7 ) it is reasonable that Yogasar-
asamgraha is a fitting title for this work, Some
works of similar names are already listed in the
Jinaratnakosa; and the Yogasara standing there
against the name of Gurudasa ( based on the
information of the lists of Mss. preserved in the
Ailaka Pannalal Jaina Sarasvati Bhavana, Bhule~
shvar, Bombay ) is obviously identical with the
work presented here.

The text of Yogasirasamgraha ( YSS ), pub-
lished here, is based on an indifferently written
transcript which the late lamented Pt, Nathu-
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ramaji Premi had given me with a desire that
it might be published in the Manikachandra D.
Jaina (franthamala. This transcript I presented
to the Jaina Samskrti NSamraksaka Samgha,
Sholapur. A copy of it was given to Pt. Jugal-
kishore Mukthar who expressed to me that this
tiny work was interesting and sufficiently impor-
tunt. The transcript contains a number of
scribal lapses and obscure contexts. The text
is carefully presented here after duly correcting
the copyist’s slips; but wherever I found that my
emendations might not be acceptable to all, I
have given, in the foot-notes, the actual readings
of the transcript to enable others to suggest
better emendations. I am thankful to Pt. Jinadas
Shastri, Sholapur, for some of the emendations
suggested by him.

The name of the author is Gurudisa who
dexcribes himself { verse no. 138 ) as the vatse
of Srinandinandi. as the disciple of Srinandi-
guru and as the suynu or son of Sarasvati. It is
difficult to interpret some of these terms, till
some more independent sources are available.
All that can be definitely stated at this stage is
that Gurudasa is the author and that he wasa
pupil of Srinandiguru.



Prefatory Note L

In the  Jainagrantha—pradasti-samgraha
( Part I, Virasevimandira, Delhi 1954, see nos,
84-5 on pp. 119, and Intro. pp. 57-8) the
opening ( 5 verses ) and concluding ( verses 156~
58, but perhaps wrongly numbered as 176-78 )
portions of this work are reproduced. The
concluding colophon calls this work Yogasam-
grahasirah and attributes its authorship to Sri-
nandiguru. The colophon, if I understand the
context correctly, seems to go against the con-
tents of the concluding verse ( no. 158 ). The
whercabouts of the basic Ms. are not noted
there : any way the oolophon needs verification.

In this connection may be noted another
work Prayadeittactilika ( Manikachandra D. J.
Granthamala. No. 3, Bombay 1920, pp. 104 ff.).
Its author also is Gurudasa; but the commen-
tary ( vivarara ) on it is written by Srinandiguru,
obviously the author’s teacher as noted in the
concluding verse ( pravaraguru-girindra—prod-
gata wvrttir esi ). If we compare verse no, 166
of this Prayascitta text and verse no. 151 of
YSS. which are quite identical, there remains ne
doubt that the author of these two works is

one and the same Gurudasa; and he is a pupil of
Ssinandiguru.
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The YSS deals with the theory and practice
of meditation, justin 158 verses, of which the
first four are introductory and the last nine
verses concluding Mangala. Dhyina or medita-
tion is the veritable means of Moksa, and hence
Bhavyas strive for its practice (5-6). The
Dharma preached by Sarvajfia is highly valuable,
but one’s negligent behaviour ( pramida ) comes
in the way of its practice ( 7). The mind of the
house-holder is distracted by passions and plea-
sures; so only the great saints who have quitted
the house, can practise Dhyana ( 12-5). Only
those saints who maintain Samya-bhava, being
above Raga and Dvega, that can practise Dhyina
(31-2) which needs perfect control on mind,
speech and body (35 ). Then Dhyana is of four
kinds ¢ arta, raudra, dharmya and éukla; angd
these are explained in details ( 37 ff. ). The Dhye-
ya or object of meditation is elaborated in
details ( 61 fI. ): how it is to be concentrated on
(71 f£.), and how then results the destruction
of Karmas ( 80 f. ). When the Yoga is Vitariga,
that is the highest meditation wherein the Para-
mitman in full effulgence is realised (85 ff.).
The twelve-fold reflectionsgo to stabilise Dhyana
(98f.). When oneis engrossed in oneself, the
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potential Atman evolves into fullfiedged Para-
matman { 121 f. ) through various subtle stages
of spiritual meditation (124 f. ) : then one rea-
ches &rhantya (132), Lastly, comes Nirvaga
reaching which the Paramdtman is all-know-
ledge etc., beyond description by words (142 f. ).
Dhyana is glorified as the best Samyama etec.
(147 ); and it helps one to cross Samsira. The
author remarks that his composition is a digest
of what he has studied and inberited from his
teachers ( 150 ).

Though the date of the author is not known;
the contents of this work seem to echo a good
deal from the Jtdpirnava of Subhacandra,
Tattvainuédsana of Rimasena, £rivakicira of
Amitagati ete.

The text presented here is based on a trans-
cript of a single Ms. Any suggestions to improve
it will be welcomed. It is hoped that the Index
of verses will prove helpful in tackling certain
chronological questions about this work.
